1. Introduction

On 19 September 2023, ADC Acquisition announced
that its board of directors (the ADC Acquisition
Board) had made an offer to ADQ Developmental
Holding LLC (ADQ Holding), a wholly-owned
indirect subsidiary of Abu Dhabi Developmental
Holding Company PJSC (ADQ). The offer proposed
a business combination transaction whereby ADQ
Holding would transfer its entire ownership in United
Printing & Publishing LLC (UPP) to ADC
Acquisition in consideration for the issuance by ADC
Acquisition to ADQ Holding of new shares in the
capital of ADC Acquisition (the Transaction).

On 19 September 2023, ADC Acquisition also
announced that it would seek up to AED 734 million
in additional equity funding from certain institutional
and qualified investors to provide growth capital for
UPP following completion of the Transaction (the
PIPE Transaction).

On 19 September 2023, ADC Acquisition announced
that the ADC Acquisition Board had voted to
recommend the Transaction and the PIPE
Transaction to its shareholders.

I am writing to you, on behalf of the ADC
Acquisition Board, to set out further details of the
Transaction and to explain why the ADC Acquisition
Board believes that the Transaction is in the best
interests of ADC Acquisition.

2. Overview of the Transaction

Subject to the satisfaction of the transaction
conditions specified in section 8 (Conditions) of this
letter (the Conditions), upon completion of the
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Transaction in accordance with the terms of a share
purchase agreement entered into between ADC
Acquisition and ADQ Holding (Completion), ADQ
Holding will contribute the entire issued share capital
of UPP to ADC Acquisition.

Please refer to section 4 (Overview of UPP) of this
letter for further details of UPP.

The consideration for the contribution of UPP to
ADC Acquisition will be satisfied by the issuance by
ADC Acquisition to ADQ Holding of 62,300,000
new shares in ADC Acquisition for an issue price of
AED 10 per share for an aggregate principal amount
of AED 623,000,000 with a nominal value of AED
2.5 each (the New ADC Acquisition Shares).
Following Completion, ADQ Holding will hold
31.2% of the entire issued share capital of ADC
Acquisition'.

Each new share in ADC Acquisition issued shall be
treated as fully paid with a par value of AED 2.5.

Following Completion, ADC Acquisition will
change its Articles of Association and remain listed
on the Abu Dhabi Securities Exchange (the ADX).

3. Overview of the PIPE Transaction

ADC Acquisition intends to raise an amount of AED
734 million through an issuance of 73,400,000 class
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A ordinary shares with a nominal value of AED 2.5
each in the capital of the Company (Class A Shares)
at an issue price of AED 10 per Class A Shares (the
PIPE Shares).

The PIPE Shares will be issued to certain qualified
and institutional investors and the proceeds will be
used to provide capital to the Company for future
growth.

4. Overview of UPP

Background and description of the business:

United Printing and Publishing LLC (the Group) is a
limited liability company, established in 2006, based
out of Abu Dhabi. The Group is engaged in the
business of traditional commercial printing and
security printing. It has recently diversified into other
business segments such as distribution and last mile
delivery, and packaging materials. As at Mar-23,
100% of the shares are held by ADQ Developmental
Holding LLC. In September 2022, 100% ownership
of the Group was transferred from Abu Dhabi Media
Company PJSC to ADQ Developmental Holding
LLC.

Business segments: The Group has four business
segments involved in different business streams.
While UPP and USP business segments cater to
traditional commercial printing and security printing
respectively, Tawzea is the distribution arm of the
Group, engaged in the distribution and logistics
activity of delivering products for USP, UPP and
certain third party customers. UPI is a new segment
and is engaged in the packaging business.

The Group comprises of three entities which are as
follows:

As at 31 March 2023, the Group employed 1,287
employees, all of whom are based in the UAE.

The Group’s head office is domiciled in Abu Dhabi
and the registered address of the Group is located in
Al Shahama, Abu Dhabi, PO Box 39955, UAE.

The Group operates its business through a production
facility located in Al Shahama, Abu Dhabi and has a
number of warehouses and distribution centres from
which its business operations are performed.

The Group has a customer base from more than 40
countries during the last three years. However, the
revenues of the Group are predominantly from
customers in the UAE which contributed around 80%
of revenues in FY22. UAE Government entities
represented 64% of FY22 revenue for the Group.

Business segments:

The Group has four business segments involved in
different business streams which are UPP, USP,
Tawzea and UPL

United Printing and Publishing (UPP):

The UPP segment primarily operates in traditional
commercial printing segment, providing printing
solutions to customers for products such as
schoolbooks, newspaper, magazines, leaflets, etc.
The segment contributed 40% of the overall revenue
of the business in FY22.
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UPP provides printing services to clients including
UAE Government entities, as well as commercial
customers in the form of printing of books,
magazines,  newspapers, booklets, leaflets,
advertising and other products.

UPP had a head count of 483 employees as of 31
Mar 2023.

United Security Printing (USP):

USP is the security printing division of the Group,
which prints both chip and non-chip enabled
documents serving growing needs for secure
documents. Key products and capabilities include to
provide secure solutions for corporate IDs, national
IDs, drivers licenses, passports, bank and credit
cards, tax stamps etc.

The segment contributed 46% of the overall revenue
of the business in FY22.

USP segment had a head count of 200 employees as
at 31 Mar 2023.

Tawzea (TWZ):

Tawzea is the distribution arm of the Group. The
segment handles the distribution and logistics of
UPP, USP and other third-party products. The
offerings include fulfilment, distribution and logistics
services.

TWZ segment had a head count of 543 employees as
of 31 Mar 2023.

United Packaging Industries:

United Packaging Industries (UPI) is a new business
segment that has been setup to focus on packaging
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products such as folding carton and paper cups,

flexible packaging, corrugated boxes etc.

The segment has recently started to generate revenue
(c. AED 0.5mn in FY22) and had a headcount of 61

employees as of 31 Mar 2023.

7. ADC Acquisition Board approval

ADQ Holding will contribute UPP in exchange for
the issuance by ADC Acquisition to ADQ Holding of
62,300,000 new shares in ADC Acquisition. The new
Shares will be issued at AED 10.00 per share. The
consideration was determined on the basis of all the
financial, tax and legal due diligence and the
valuation which the ADC Acquisition Board has
reviewed, and each new share in ADC Acquisition
issued shall be treated as fully paid at a nominal value
of AED 2.50. Following Completion, ADQ Holding
will own 31.2% of ADC Acquisition.’

ADC Acquisition appointed Pricewaterhouse
Coopers Limited Partnership (PwC) to undertake a
valuation of UPP to assist the ADC Acquisition
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3 Assumes completion of PIPE Transaction, conversion of the Class B Shares into Class A Shares in accordance with the terms sct out in the articles
of association of ADC Acquisition and no redemption by the ADC existing sharcholders and excluding the impact of excrcise of any outstanding
warrants.
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Board in its determination of the fairness of the
Transaction. On 18 September 2023, PwC issued to
the ADC Acquisition Board its final valuation report
of UPP (the Valuation Report).

Following detailed consideration by the directors of
ADC Acquisition at their meeting held on 19
September 2023, the terms of the Transaction,
including the Consideration were approved by the
ADC Acquisition Board at such meeting. In
approving the terms of the Transaction, the ADC
Acquisition Board has, amongst other things,
considered in detail the legal due diligence report on
UPP prepared by Allen & Overy, the financial and
tax due diligence reports on UPP prepared by PwC
and the Valuation Report prepared by PwC.
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8. Conditions

The Transaction is conditional on, amongst other
things:

a) approval of the ADC Acquisition shareholders
of the Transaction and the PIPE Transaction
(please refer to section 9 (Action to be taken)
of this letter),

b) approval from the SCA of the Transaction
including the increase in the share capital of
ADC Acquisition resulting from the issuance
of the New ADC Acquisition Shares to ADQ,
and the PIPE Shares, the related amendments
to the articles of association of ADC
Acquisition, the issue of new shares in ADC
Acquisition to ADQ and to the PIPE
investors, and the listing of the New ADC
Acquisition Shares and PIPE Shares on the
ADX,

c) approval from all required governmental and
regulatory authorities; and

d) receipt of consents from certain counterparties
to material contracts to which UPP is a party,
as may be required.

9. Action to be taken

The Transaction requires the approval of the ADC
Acquisition shareholders, at the General Assembly,
to the Transaction, the issuance of the new shares, the
increase in the share capital of ADC Acquisition as
well as related amendments to the articles of
association of ADC Acquisition. The resolutions
require the approval of shareholders who hold at least
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75% of the shares represented at the General
Assembly.

In addition, the PIPE Transaction requires the
approval of the SCA and the approval of the holders
of the Class A Shares of ADC Acquisition at the
General Assembly.

The required resolutions will be proposed at the
General Assembly of ADC Acquisition to be held on
12 October 2023 in Abu Dhabi.

A copy of the invitation to the General Assembly is
attached to this letter as Annex 1.

10. Redemption rights of Class A Shareholders

If the General Assembly approves the Transaction,
holders of Class A Shares (the Class A
Shareholders) may seek to redeem their Class A
Shares, regardless of whether they voted for or
against the Transaction, and receive their pro rata
share of the aggregate amount then on deposit in
ADC Acquisition’s escrow account including interest
and profit earned on the escrow account (net of any
taxes payable on any interest or profit earned on the
escrow account) calculated as of two business days
prior to Completion.

Any request to redeem Class A Shares must be made
to the Company in writing on the date of the General
Assembly meeting or on the first working day
following that date. Redemption will take place
within five working days from the date of
Completion of the Transaction. Any request to
redeem shares once made may not be withdrawn
without the consent of the Company.
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If the Transaction is not completed for any reason,
then Class A Shareholders who elected to exercise
their redemption rights would not be entitled to
redeem their Class A Shares and receive the
applicable pro rata share of the escrow account. In
such case, the Company will promptly return any
Class A Shares delivered by Class A Shareholders.

11. Completion of the Transaction

On the date of Completion, the ADC Acquisition
Board will invite the shareholders of ADC
Acquisition to a general assembly to consider and
resolve on the following matters:

amend the articles of association of ADC
Acquisition to reflect its new activities and to
reflect that, with effect from the day after
Completion, it will no longer be a SPAC;

(b) amend the rights attached to the shares of ADC
Acquisition to ensure that all shares carry the

same rights and obligations; and

elect a new board of directors of ADC

12. Share capital of ADC Acquisition following

On Completion, the issued class B ordinary
shares with a nominal value of AED 2.5 each in
the capital of ADC Acquisition (the Class B
Shares) will automatically convert into Class A
Shares. Article 9(2) of the articles of association
of ADC Acquisition provides that if additional
Class A Shares are issued (i.e. the Class A Shares

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Based on the requirements of Clauses 1 & 2 of
Article 40 of the Corporate Governance Guide for
Public Joint Stock Companies, we would like to
draw the attention of our shareholders to the
following:

1. Each shareholder who has the right to attend
the general assembly may delegate someone
from other than the Board members or the
staff of the company, or securities brokerage
company, or its employees, to attend on his
behalf as per a written delegation stating
expressly that the agent has the right to attend
the general assembly and vote on its decision.
A delegated person for a number of
shareholders shall not have more than (5%) of
the Company’s issued capital after gaining
that delegation. Persons lacking legal
capacity and are incompetent must be
represented by their legal representatives.

2. The shareholder signature on the power of
attorney referred to in clause No. (1) shall be
the signature approved by any of the
following entities:

a. Notary Public.

b. Commercial chamber or economic
department in the state.

c. Bank or company licensed in the state,
provided that the agent shall have an
accountwith any of them.

d. Any other entity licensed to perform
attestation works.

3. The proxy form shall include the name and
contact number(s) of the shareholder and the
entity which endorsed the proxy.
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
